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[image: image3.png]The skater's overall performance should be discussed by the three
judges to see if there is a consensus opinion among the panel for 15'or
2" place. The panel referee should review all judge scores to make sure
they reflect the desired placement result.

Penalty Score of 5.0

The 5.0 penalty score has been eliminated. Any errors for all required
maneuvers will be judged and scored comparatively within the point
range for each event.

Note: A penalty score of “0” will still be given for any required maneuver
that is notattempted.

Judging with .2 Between Every Score

Due to the similarity of performances (especially on required maneuvers)
it is not required or always realistic to have .2 between your scores.
Always use the entire point range, and if possible, quickly add-up the
“tenths” of your points to make sure you don’t have any unnecessary ties
between skaters within your scores.

Judging Requirement for Coaches Who are Competing

Judging assignments for coaches who are competing will be at the
discretion of the competition director.

TEST REVISIONS & CLARIFICATIONS

Skaters whohavepassedtheU.S. FigureSkating Adult Gold test
must take and pass ISI test(s) to compete in ISI events no lower
than Freestyle 5/Open Silver.

Open Freestyle Platinum Test Requirement #2 —Two jump
combinations:

a) Thefirstcombinationmustincludeone Doublejump
from the FS8-10 levels. The other jump can be any
Single or Double jump.

b) The second combination must include a different
Double jump from FS8-10 levels. The other jump can
be any Single or Double jump.

For example: Double Loop/Loop jump and Double Flip/Loop jump would
meet the test requirement since both a Double Loop and Double Flip
jump were performed.

For example: Double Loop/Loop jump and Flip jump/Double Loop would
not meet the test requirement since only the same Double Loop jump is
repeated in both combinations.

The above examples are the minimum requirement for testing only. It
would be completely acceptable to perform:

* Double Flip/Double Loop (or Dbl. Toe Loop)

* Double Loop/Double Loop (or Dbl. Toe Loop)
* Double Lutz/Double Loop (or Dbl. Toe Loop)

* Double Axel/Double Loop (or Dbl. Toe Loop)

A Double Salchow/Double Toe Loop would not meet the Platinum
test requirement, but a Double Salchow/Double Loop would meet the
requirement.

Open Freestyle Platinum Testing

This test must be passed by 3 local judges or testing through the district
test session guidelines in your area. The test forms of all 3 judges must
be sent to the ISI office for test registration.

If 3 local judges are not available, 1-2 local judges can judge the test
while a video is being recorded. The test form(s) and video must be sent
to the ISI office to be reviewed by 1-2 more judges (total 3 judges). The
high-level video test fee is $35.

Pair 4 — Waist Loop Lift

Lifting partner is not required to have their arms fully extended over
their head.

Pair 9 — Hand on Hand Double Loop Lift

This requirement is replaced with the choice of a Press lift or Platter/
Table Top lift.

Tots (skaters age 6 and under as of Feb 10th, 2019) will perform a 1–minute routine with music. They should only perform the required maneuvers from their test level. Additional maneuvers should not be included and will not be judged. 2-foot and/or 1-foot snowplow stops are permitted in Tot events. All Tot competitors must have their test registered with ISI to enter Tot competition events.

PRE-ALPHA-DELTA SOLO:

Skater performs a 1–minute routine to music that emphasizes the required test level maneuvers from Pre-Alpha through Delta. Depending on each test level requirement, specific skating skills must be performed. All skaters must pass the Pre-Alpha – Delta test to compete in this event. Skaters must include one maneuver from Freestyle 1 in their program. 

FREESTYLE 1-10: 

A program performed to music with emphasis on the required test level maneuvers from the skater’s current Freestyle level. Various skills are required, depending on the test level. All skaters must pass freestyle test level to compete in this event. Note: No back spirals will be allowed during warm-ups.
ISI OPEN FREESTYLE EVENTS:
Current ISI Freestyle skaters may compete in the equivalent level of Open Freestyle events without taking any additional test. Any USFS skaters who have not passed any previous ISI Freestyle test must take the equivalent Open Freestyle test. If they wish to move up to a higher level, the higher Open Freestyle test must also be passes.

The skater must pass a test for Tots, Pre-Alpha-Delta or Freestyle to determine the spotlight event level. Skaters will be divided into 3 different categories as indicated by the appropriate box on your entry form. Spotlight events are divided into three categories listed below. Please mark the correct category on your entry form. 
CHARACTER: The skater portrays a famous, easily identifiable character, through the use of music, costume, prop, and actions.
DRAMATIC: An artistic theatrical performance that evokes an emotional response from the judges and audience. The skater interpretation should create a mood that is enhanced by style, creativity, costuming, and props. 
LIGHT ENTERTAINMENT: The skater’s program should entertain in a refreshing, lighthearted, Vaudeville fashion using music, costume, props, comedy dance and/or skating moves.

FAMILY SPOTLIGHT:

Two or more family members can perform an entertaining spotlight routine using costumes & props. If necessary, the event groupings are divided first by number of skaters and then by age groups and/or ability levels. Duration: 1.5 minutes 
INTERPRETIVE:
 Open to all skaters Pre Alpha-Freestyle 10. Music will be played twice for the skaters during warm-up. Instructors or parents may not coach skaters during this event. Skaters should report to the ice captain 30 minutes prior to the event warm-up in order to hear their music prior to getting on the ice. 

RHYTHMIC SKATING BALL/ HOOP/ RIBBON:
Open to all skaters Freestyle 1 and above. This event is also available for all Open-Freestyle levels. The skater chooses only one rhythmic prop per routine (ball, hoop or ribbon) and must maintain control of the prop at all times throughout the program. No additional props are permitted. Skaters may enter more than one rhythmic event. If a skater enters more than one Rhythmic event, a different prop and routine must be used for each event entered.

SHOOT THE DUCK:

Skaters will be grouped by approximate age and test level. Timing will begin when the skater’s hips are below knee level. Skaters may come up on two feet. A 20 second penalty will be given for a fall. Skaters are allowed to hold the free foot while performing the shoot the duck.
PAIRS (1-10):
Together two skaters perform a choreographed routine to music. This program should include all the required maneuvers from their current Pair test level. The event is similar to Couples. However, unlike Couples, Pairs includes pair lifts and pair spins. Both skaters must pass the required Pair Test to compete in this event.
FOOTWORK (1-10):
Freestyle Skaters perform a one-minute program to music using various turns and connecting steps with limited jumps or spins. Skaters are judged on correct turns & edges as well as flow, variety of moves and choreography. Duration: 1 minute
JUMP & SPIN TEAM (2 SKATERS): 
Two skaters enter the ice as a team. The first skater performs his/her choice of a required jump 2 times, followed by the second skater performing his/her choice of a required spin 2 times. Only the best attempt at each element will be scored. Skaters can skate above their current freestyle test level, but not in a lower category level. Duration: Judging will stop at 1 minute and 10 seconds

ENSEMBLE:

This event is open to groups of 3-7 skaters of all levels and ages. Skaters will be judged on the performance value of the program. There are no required maneuvers, no maneuver limitations and there is no technical score for this event. The group should use music, costumes & props to enhance the theme while creating an entertaining performance. The costume & prop guidelines are the same as for Solo Spotlight events. Props are not allowed on warm-up. Event groups are divided by number of skaters first and then by age, if necessary. Duration: 3 minutes. 
PRODUCTION TEAM: 
This team event is for groups of 8 or more skaters. Team will be judged on the performance value of the program. There are no required maneuvers and no technical score for this event. The group should use music along with elaborate costumes and props to enhance the theme while creating an entertaining performance. Skaters from all levels can participate in this event. 
THEATER PRODUCTION:

This new production event is for your entire skating team. Skaters of all ages and advanced ability level can participate in this theatrical team event. This is a creative and artistic program usually based on a story or theme, using costumes, props and technical skating to enhance the production performance.
SOLO SURPRISE (All Levels): Open to skaters of all levels. This is a “fun” event where individual skaters are grouped together by age & skating levels. The skaters don’t know what they will be asked to do until the event begins, but it could involve a race while hitting a balloon, or hitting a hockey puck around an obstacle course. We promise it will be fun for all! This event usually consists of tasks not necessarily related to skating ability. 
Surprise Event #1: All skaters must be Pre-Alpha through Delta level skaters. (Skaters will be grouped by age/level). 
Surprise Event #2: All skaters must be Freestyle 1-Freestyle 10 skaters. (Skaters will be grouped by age/level)

SOLO COMPULSORY:

The following are the chosen maneuvers for the Solo Compulsory event. Maneuvers may be preformed in any order in a “mini program” without music. Additional maneuvers such as jumps, spins or gliding maneuvers from a test level or any uncaptured moves, are not allowed. Whole ice will be used for all levels. Judging will stop after one minute.
Note: There is no penalty for the quantity of swizzle, wiggles, strokes or crossovers performed in the Tot-Beta levels. Only the quality of these maneuvers is judged.

COMPETITION EVENT REVISIONS & CLARIFICATIONS

New — Platinum Plus Open Freestyle Event

This new event will follow the same testing requirements, maneuvers
and judging criteria as the current Platinum Open Freestyle event.

The only difference among the Platinum events is the duration time.
All duration scores will follow the new guidelines, detailed below and
under “Duration Score Changes.”

* Platinum Short 2:50(plusa 10-second leeway)
* Platinum 3:20 (plusa 10-second leeway)
* PlatinumPlus 4:30 (plusa 10-second leeway)

Note: Platinum skaters can ask the competition director and choose
to enter the Platinum Plus event if they will have more competitors.
Remember: There is no penalty for skating under the duration time. All
Open Freestyle programs are judged on the quality — not quantity of the
maneuvers performed.

Duration Score Changes and Elimination of 5.0 Penalty Score

Please see details (in “Judging Revisions,” at right) for these two
important changes. The goal of these changes is to even out the playing
field among the skaters in an event. These penalty changes will not
automatically give skaters last place, as they did in the past.

Maneuver Limitations/Event Level Revision

For Artistic, Interpretive, Solo Spotlight, Couples Spotlight and Rhythmic
events, FS6-7/Gold level skaters can include any maneuvers in those
programs — as allowed prior to the 2016 Rule Revisions.

As a result, competition directors will again have the option of grouping
FS6-7/Gold skaters and FS 8-10/Platinum skaters together in the same
event groups for Artistic, Interpretive, Footwork, Solo Spotlight, Couples
Spotlight and Rhythmic events. This should give these higher-level
skaters a chance to have more competition within their event groups.

Just because these levels can be combined, they don’t always have to
be. The competition director should create event groups based on the
entries received.

/2 Loop Stop

A s Loop Jump landing on both feet (toe picks) has been allowed in
Footwork events. However, due to confusion as to what this maneuver
is and how to perform it, we have renamed this maneuver to better
describe it (in Footwork programs and as an uncaptured move). The new
name is: %2 Loop Stop — a 2 Loop Jump that lands and stops on both
feet (toe picks) without gliding on the landing.

JUDGING REVISIONS & CLARIFICATIONS

Reminders: Duration timing begins with any action after the music starts
and ends when the skater stops — not necessarily when the music ends.
Judging stops at 10 seconds over the prescribed programtime.

Judging “Against the Book” Performances

A new point range of 7.5 — 8.5 will be used for all “against the book”
events. This range will exclude the penalty duration score of 7.0 (listed
under “Duration Score Changes”). The skater's performance must still
get an overall average score of 8.0 for 1'place.

Note: In Solo Compulsory events, “against the book” skaters will be
given a score of 8.0 in the “penalty” category if no penalty score is given.

This range will allow judges to comparatively score each judging criteria
against the test standard for the skater’s age and ability level.
